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-Took control of a small political group and increased its members

-Changed the name of the group to National Socialist German Workers Party (NAZI)

-Nov. 1923: tried to seize control of the Bavarian (state) government (called the Beer Hall Putsch *armed revolt*)–it failed.  Hitler ended up in jail and gained recognition…so he wrote a book: Mein Kampf *my struggle*

-1924 Reichstag election: Nazis earned 3% votes

-1928 Reichstag election: Nazis earned 2.6% votes

-1930 election: Nazis earned 10.3% votes or 107 Reichstag *Parliament* seats (2nd largest!)

-1932 presidential election: Hitler lost to von Hindenburg but got 36.8% votes (2nd ballot!)

-July 1932 Reichstag election: Nazis earned 37.3% votes and won 230/608 seats (largest party!)
-Slight decrease in support in Nov. election, but was still the largest party

-Problem: no party held a majority government

-January 1933: Hitler was appointed Chancellor by von Hindenburg (President- he was told that Hitler could be controlled) and a coalition cabinet was created by several parties

-3 threats to Hitler’s goal of power:

-President von Hindenburg (war hero)

-The S.A. (Sturmabteilung *Storm Detachment* (the brown shirt thugs) used to crush opposition to the Nazis (their leader was getting too powerful for Hitler)

-The German army (Hitler required their support)

-von Hindenburg died of old age and Hitler’s elimination of the S.A. allowed for German army support
