Canada’s 100 Days (1918)

27/03/07

-Spring 1918: final German offensive on the western front (+600,000 soldiers from the eastern front after Russia’s capitulation)

-Attack fails to win the war for Germany

-British counter-offensive: spearheaded by Canadians and Australians

-Push back German troops 13km in one day

-August 8: “Black Day of the German army”

-August 8 to Nov. 11: “Canada’s 100 Days”

-German army runs out of strength and returns all along western front (Kaiser Wilhelm abdicates (gives up power) and flees to Netherlands Nov.10)

-Germany’s provisional government asked for armistice based on US President Woodrow Wilson’s 14 points


-a “just” and “non-humiliating” peace

-Armistice: 11am on Nov. 11, 1918
