How the War Changed Canada (and the World)
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1. Women were given the right to vote (federally)
2. More women moved into factories for work.  They gained greater independence and became important members of the work force.

3. Prohibition brought about the rise of organized crime (gangsters and bootleggers)

4. The Balance of Power shifted from Europe to the US, making it a world power

5. Communist countries emerged for the first time (Russia: Soviet Union)

6. Governments began taking greater control of the economy (social welfare (such as veteran hospitals) and pensions)

7. Governments introduced income tax for the first time (temporarily)

8. Greater strain between English and French Canadians due to conscription and Conservative party ruined in Québec

9. Problems with Germany were not resolved.  When Germany regains its strength through excessive nationalism or at least its conclusion (the treaty) are the seeds of the Second World War.
