-Scandal: Canada Customs Officials and Prohibition

-Due to the scandal, King asked Byng to dissolve Parliament and call an election

-Byng refused because there was a recent election

-King resigned as Prime Minister and Byng asked the conservative opposition leader Meighen to be Prime Minister

-Meighan lost a vote of confidence in the House of Commons immediately and Byng had to call an election

-King won a majority using the issue of the powers of the British Governor General and the economy
