The War Measures Act
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-Definition: a single, short law that gave the federal cabinet any power it might ever nee during war to preserve “the security, defence, peace, order, and welfare of Canada”

-Justified thousands of wartime regulations (for example, recycling, rationing, curfews, forcing factories to produce munitions, conscription, internment of “enemy aliens”)
